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This document constitutes a supplement (the “Supplement”) to the base prospectus dated 24 June 2016 (the
“Prospectus”) for the purpose of article 13 of Chapter 1 of Part Il of the Luxembourg Law dated 10 July 2005 on
prospectuses for securities, as amended (the “Law”), and is prepared in connection with the
EUR 80,000,000,000 Debt Issuance Programme (the “Programme”) established by Deutsche Bank Aktiengesell-
schaft (the “Issuer”). Terms defined in the Prospectus have the same meaning when used in this Supplement.

This Supplement is supplemental to, and should be read in conjunction with, the Prospectus, as supplemented by
the first supplement dated 13 July 2016.

The purpose of this Supplement is to include changes of the credit rating regarding the Issuer by Standard &
Poor’s Credit Market Services Europe Limited on 19 July 2016.

The Issuer accepts responsibility for the information contained in this Supplement. To the best of the knowledge of
the Issuer (which has taken all reasonable care to ensure that such is the case) the information contained in this
Supplement is in accordance with the facts and does not omit anything likely to affect the import of such infor-
mation.

This Supplement will be published in electronic form on the website of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange
(www.bourse.lu) and on the website of the Issuer (www.db.com/ir).

In accordance with Article 13 paragraph 2 of the Law, investors who have already agreed to purchase or
subscribe for the Securities before this Supplement is published have the right, exercisable within a time
limit of two working days, which is 26 July 2016, after the publication of this Supplement, to withdraw their
acceptances.

The Issuer has requested the Commission de Surveillance du Secteur Financier (the “CSSF”) to provide the com-
petent authorities in Austria, Belgium, Denmark, France, Germany, Ireland, Italy, the Netherlands, Portugal, Spain,
Sweden and the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, with a certificate of approval (a “Notifica-
tion”) attesting that this Supplement has been drawn up in accordance with the Law. The Issuer may request the
CSSF to provide competent authorities in additional Member States within the European Economic Area with a
Notification.

Long-term issuer credit ratings by S&P are divided into several categories ranging from "AAA",
reflecting the strongest creditworthiness, over categories "AA", "A", "BBB", "BB", "B" "CCC",
"CC", "R" to category "SD" and "D", reflecting that an obligor is in (selective) default. The rat-
ings from "AA" to "CCC" may be modified by the addition of a plus ("+") or minus ("-") sign to
show relative standing within the major rating categories.

An obligor rated 'A-2' has satisfactory capacity to meet its financial commitments. However, it is
somewhat more susceptible to the adverse effects of changes in circumstances and economic
conditions than obligors in the highest rating category.

Short-term ratings by S&P are divided into several categories ranging from "A-1", reflecting the
strongest creditworthiness, over categories "A-2", "A-3", "B", "C", "R" to category "SD" and "D",
reflecting that an obligor is in (selective) payment default.

An S&P rating outlook assesses the potential direction of a long-term credit rating over the
intermediate term (typically six months to two years). In determining a rating outlook, consid-
eration is given to any changes in the economic and/or fundamental business conditions. An
outlook is not necessarily a precursor of a rating change or future CreditWatch action. Rating
outlooks fall into five categories: positive, negative, stable, developing and n.m. (not meaning-
ful).

CreditWatch highlights S&P’s opinion regarding the potential direction of a short-term or long-
term rating. It focuses on identifiable events and short-term trends that cause ratings to be
placed under special surveillance by S&P’s analytical staff. A CreditWatch listing, however,
does not mean a rating change is inevitable, and when appropriate, a range of potential alter-
native ratings will be shown. CreditWatch is not intended to include all ratings under review,
and rating changes may occur without the ratings having first appeared on CreditWatch. The
"positive" designation means that a rating may be raised; "negative” means a rating may be
lowered; and "developing" means that a rating may be raised, lowered, or affirmed.”
